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BRIEFI G NOTES ( 10 Se_ L944) 

TARGET: Yo~r target for today is one of the Daimler-Benz(Me-109) 
combine whoae other major factories are at Berlin and at two other 
works in the Stuttgart area. In peactime this plant which is your 
target s _v ecialized in the construction of heavy dieselJi and motor 
lorries, buses, fire-engines and ambulances. However by 1943 it 
was claimed that the plant employed 12,000 workmen producing 5-ton 
lorries with caterpillar trauks, diesel engines, shells, torpedo 
mechanism and aero-en~es. Later it has been reported to make 
reprisal weapons. 

The total target area is roughly 875 yards long and 220 
yards in mean width and runs generally in the H.w.-s.E. directi~n 
being roughly oval in shape. You wil l notice on the picture that 
it is extremely compact in layout. Your MPI's( one for the Lead 
and .l:iigh and one lfJor the Low) are located on two of the niae main 
worksh~ps. 

Good bombing oq this target will effect very good cover­
age so long as the formation ~rovides a good pattern.
